G.S.R. 843(E) dated the 26th December, 2002, G.S.R. 519(E) dated the 27th June, 2003, G.S.R. 778(E), dated the 29th September, 
2003, S.O. 39(E), dated the Ist January, 2004; G.S.R. 146(B), dated the 30th Jamiary 2004, and S.O. 522(E), dated the 21st April, 
2004, Central Government hereby directs that 5% ethanol-blended petrol, as per Bureau of Indian Standards specifications, 
shall be sold in the following States and Union Territories if the price.of sourcing indigenous ethanol for supply of ethanol- 
blended petrol is comparable to the price of indigenous ethanol for alternative uses, and the delivery price of ethanol at the 
location is comparable to the import parity price of petrol at that location and the indigenous ethanol industry is able to 
maintain the availability of ethanol for ethanol-blended petrol programme at such prices :-—
