In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 3 of the Essential
Commodities Act, 1955 (10 of 1955), the Central Government hereby makes the

following order to amend the Lubricating Oils and Greases (Processing, Supply
and Distribution Regulation) Order, 1987, namely :~

1. (1) This order may be calied ‘the Lubricating Oils and Greases
{Processing, Supply and Distribution Regulation) Amendment Order, 1988,
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(2} 1t shall come into force on the date of 1st day of October, 1987.

2. In the Lubricating Oils and Greases (Processing, Supply and Distribution
Regulation) Order, 1987 :

in Clause 2,

(i) for sub-clauses (b) and (c), the following sub-clauses shall
be substituted, namely - .

“() ‘lubricating oil or grease’ means any of the products
classifiable under sub-heading Nos. 2710.32, 2710.60,
2710.70, 2710.80, 2710.93, 2710.94, 2710.95, 2710.9% or
heading No. 3403.00 of the Schedule to the Central
Excise Tariff Act, 1985 (5 of 1986);

(c) ‘processor’ means any person carrying on or proposing
to carry on the business of manufacturing, blending,
packaging, re-refining sale or resale of any lubricating
oil or grease and includes a representative or agent of
such processor but does not include the oil companies
specified in Schedule [ appended to this Order;”

(ii) in sub~clause (d), for the words ‘declared therefor by the
processor’, the words ‘declared by or applicable to the
processor”

shall be substituted;
for Clause 4, the following shall be substituted, namely :—-

“4.  Prohibition of business of lubricating oil or grease—~No person
shall carry on the business of manufacturing, blending,
packaging, re-refining, selling or transporting for sale any
lubricating oil or grease which has been adulterated.”;

in Clause 5,—

(i) for sub-clauses (i), the following sub-clauses shall be
substituted, namely :--

“Any person desiring to carry on the business of a processor,
other than a seller or a re-seller, shall make an
application in Form 1 and every seller or -re-seller
shall make an application in Form 1-A specified in
Schedule 1 appended to this Order to the competent
authority, together with a fee of rupees twenty five.”;

(i) in sub-clause (2), after the word and figure “Form 2",
the words, figure and letter “or, as the case may be
Form 2-A specified in Schedule 1 appended to this
Order” shall be inserted;
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(iii) in sub-clause (4)—

(A) for the words “a licence”, the words and figure “a
licence in Form 1 specified in Schedule I appended to
to this Order” Shall be substitufed;

(B) for the words “lubricant and grease”, wherever they
occur, the words “lubricating oil or grease” shall be
substituted;

(iv) in Clause S for the figures and werds “31st day of March,

1988, the figures and words “30th day of June 1988” shall
be substituted;

(d) after Clause 5, the following clause shall be inserted, namely :--

“5-A. The declaration as to specification of lubricating oil or greasc.—
(1) Every processor who is neither carrying on nor
proposing to carry on business of re-refining of lubricating
oil or grease shall make a declaration as to the specification

of such lubricating oil or grease and shall conform to such
specifications.

(2) Every processor who is carrying , on or proposing to carry
on the business of re-refining of lubricating oil or grease,—

(a) If such-refining is being undertaken other than under
a licence issued under Section 15 of the Bureau of
Indian Standards Act, 1986 {63 of 1986), shall conform
to the Standard Mark specified under the said Act;

{b) If such-refining is being undertaken other than under
a licence referred to in sub-clause (a), shall make a
Geclaration as to the specification of such lubricating
oil or grease and shall conform to such specifications :

Provident that the requirements of sub-clause (b) shall not
be applicable to the re-refiners of re-refined base oil if
such re-refiners sell such base oil only to major users
or to one of the oil companies specified in Schedule 1.

Explanation.—For the purpose of this sub-clause, ‘major user’
means any institution which acquires lubricating oil or
grease directly from one of the cil companies and gets the
waste oils re-refined by one of the re-refiners registered
under this Order for its own use”;

() in Clause 6,—
(i) for the marginal heading the following shall be substituted,
namely :~

“Suspension or cancellation of licence.”;
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(i) in the opening paragraph, for the word “cancel”, the words
“suspend or cancle” shall be substituted;

(ili) in the proviso for the word “cancelled”, the words
“suspended or cancelled” shall be subslituted;

() in Clause 8, in sub-clause (1), for the words beginning from “Any
police officer” and ending with “or higher thereto”, the words

“Any Officer not below the rank of an Inspector of Police” shall
be substituted;

(g) in Clause 9, for the words “lubricant and grease”, the words
“lubricating oil or grease” shall be substituted;

(h) in Schedule I, .
(i) under the heading “Names of Oil Companies”, after S. No.
